O 1 striped chipboard or

patterned-paper strip

O 2 chipboard shapes

O Several chipboard or foam

Crop four photos to 2" x 3" to create
block. Adhere block to center of left-
hand page, and focal-point photo to
center of right-hand page. Trim white
cardstock and mat layout on pink paper.

Type journaling, trim to 4" x 6" and add
between photos. Add striped chipboard

strip to bottom of photos and journaling.

Apply foam letter stickers and dots or
brads. Use dimensional adhesive to raise
swirl shapes off page.

2 Winter Boys by Ruth Dealey. Supplies Cardstock: Bazzill Basics Paper; Patterned
paper, rub-ons, chipboard tree, journaling spot and foam stickers: American
Crafts; Number stickers: American Crafts (“2”) and Making Memories (“08").

Mat cardstock on grid paper. Arrange photos into block,
leaving small margins between them. Attach to page.

Place small strips of striped paper along left edge and
bottom of photos, extending to edge of mat. Add strip

of scalloped paper along far left.

Finish with date and
tree stickers.

Although Deena produced this page digitally, you can easily
re-create the design using paper and traditional supplies.

Print journaling on cardstock. Find a round object (a
plate or platter) and place on cardstock. Use a pencil to
trace around the object, cut curved paper segments and
attach to layout.

Attach photo to left side of dark 4" x 11" cardstock strip.

Use rub-ons and letter stickers to add title, age and date.

Patterned paper: Fibermark (red leather) and KI Memories (striped); Foam
accents: KI Memories; Brad: Creative Impressions; Dimensional paint: Liquid
Appliqué, Marvy Uchida; Font: Century Gothic.

Print title and journaling on background Apply thin strip of striped paper under
paper, leaving room between for photo. photos and above title and rectangle
Crop six vertical photos to the same of red paper to lower left of layout.
width, cropping one photo to half the Add sections of laser-cut swirl paper to
height of the others. Adhere in a line bottom-center and top-right.

above center of layout.
Attach switl accent to top left. Add dots
to paper with dimensional paint. Finish
with brads and foam embellishments.

(striped, leaf and grid)

O 1 set rub-on words

O 1 set chipboard letters

Use a plate to trace circle out of patterned paper. Attach
to grid background paper. Place strip of striped paper
vertically down center of circle and stitch to adhere.

Place photos along striped strip, overlapping slightly.
Add title and chipboard accents. Write date.

Create journaling on computer, print and cut into strips,
and attach to layout. Finish with rub-on words and dots
to frame edges.

Scenic Route; Rub-ons: KI Memories (dots) and Scenic Route (words); Font: Arial;
Other: Thread and pen.

O 2 sheets patterned paper

(swirl and floral)
O 2 sets letter stickers (1 mini)

paper and chipboard letter stickers: American Crafts; Mini letter stickers: Making
Memories; Tickets: Creative Café, Creative Imaginations; Pen: American Crafts.

Cut designs from a large patterned paper and adhere
to cardstock background. Attach three vertical photos
in white space.

Apply title letters along edge of paper. Use cutout
designs from patterned paper as border for bottom

of photos and as replacement for one title letter.

Add tickets and journaling.

HOW TO CREATE A DUAL-COLOR
STAMPED IMAGE WITH MASKING

@ Line up the photo and

place the transparency
next to and underneath it,

covering the cardstock.

© Position the stamp
exactly in its original spot
and stamp with a different
color of ink. Remove the
transparency to reveal a

dual-colored image.

INSTRUCTIONS

Round corners of lined background paper. Crop

three photos to same size and attach along line on

background. Cut border strip and striped paper to
same length of photo block. Round corners and attach.

Position journaling card and label, and handwrite text.

Add letter and number stickers for title and date.
Finish with flower and brad.
